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A Legacy of Light: Helen Keller and the Lions' Vision

Helen Keller's name is synonymous with courage,
perseverance, and the power of human connection.
Born in 1880 in Tuscumbia, Alabama, Helen was
struck blind and deaf by illness at just 19 months old.
Yet through the tireless guidance of her teacher Anne
Sullivan, she broke through the silence and darkness
to become one of the most inspiring figures of the
20th century.

Helen learned to communicate, earned a college
degree—becoming the first deaf-blind person to do so
—and used her voice to champion causes close to her
heart: education, disability rights, and above all, the
gift of sight.

In 1925, Helen stood before the Lions Clubs
International Convention and delivered a heartfelt
challenge: “Will you not constitute yourselves Knights
of the Blind in this crusade against darkness?”

Her words sparked a flame that still burns in Lions Clubs around the world today.

Her legacy is more than history—it’s a living call to service. Every eyeglass collected, every vision
screening held, and every life touched through Lions’ sight programs is a tribute to Helen’s dream:
aworld where no one is left in the dark.

Let us continue to answer her call—with vision, compassion, and the Lion-hearted spirit she

believed in.
